ATTENTION: Charter air carriage on international and domestic flights is operated based on the Charter Contract,
under which the tour operator (charterer - contractual carrier) charters an aircraft from the airline (charteree - actual
carrier) for one or more flights for the purpose of passenger and baggage carriage.

To this carriage the following instruments may be applied: the Montreal Convention (Convention for the Unification
of Certain Rules for International Carriage by Air, signed at Montreal on May 28, 1999); the Warsaw Convention
(Convention for the Unification of Certain Rules Relating to International Carriage by Air, signed at Warsaw on
October 12, 1929, as amended by the Chapter 1 of the Hague Protocol, signed at Hague on September 28, 1955);
the entirety of application of each of these legal instruments is determined by the carrier, depending on the
circumstances and transportation routes.

NOTICE: A passenger shall arrive for charter flight check-in two hours 30 minutes before the scheduled departure.
Check-in ends up not later than 40 minutes before the scheduled time specified in an air ticket. In case of failure by
a passenger to arrive for check-in on time, they may by denied boarding. Verification of documents (passports,
visas, passenger tickets, etc.) for travel is performed at the airport during check-in.

TERMS AND CONDITION OF THE CARRIAGE AGREEMENT:

1. Passenger and baggage carriage hereunder is performed in accordance with the “Terms and Conditions of the
Charter Contract”, the “Rules of Charter Flights”, 2001, the “Rules of Passenger and Baggage Air Carriage”, 2012,
the “Rules of the Carrier”, 2016, the “IATA General Conditions of Passenger and Baggage Carriage” and the
regulations which limit the carrier’s liability based on the Montreal Convention 1999 or the Warsaw Convention
1929, depending on the fact which international agreement shall be applied.

2. The Carrier undertakes to use its best efforts in order to carry a passenger and baggage within reasonable time.
The time shown in the carriage or other documents is not guaranteed and is not a part hereof. The Carrier may
without notice substitute aircraft, change or cancel boarding at points specified in an air ticket. The flights schedule
may be changed without notifying a passenger. The responsibility to inform passengers of changing the flights
schedule (transportation time) is assigned to the flight charterer.

3. The Charterer is fully responsible for notification of and compliance by the passengers with all the rules for
passenger and baggage carriage established by the carrier and public authorities and the passengers’ crossing the
boundaries of destination and transit states.

4. The Carrier bears limited liability for loss or damage to checked baggage in the amount established by: the
Montreal Convention 1999 in the amount of up to 1,131 SDRs (special drawing rights), the Warsaw Convention
1929 in the amount of up to 20 USD per kilogram of lost (damaged) checked baggage weight. Compensation in
case of delay in baggage transportation shall be based on the need to provide passengers with living essentials. In
any case, such compensation is limited to 50 USD (or equivalent in another currency).

5. The Carrier's liability for death or personal injury to passengers is limited by: the Montreal Convention 1999 in
the amount of up to 113,100 SDRs (special drawing rights), the Warsaw Convention 1929 in the amount of up to
20,000 USD.

6. Checked baggage will be delivered to a bearer of baggage identification tag portion. In case of improper
baggage carriage, at a passenger’s request there shall be made an appropriate act (PIR or DPR), under which the
carrier may be presented claims in writing. A claim shall be filed after discovery of damage, but not later than 7
days from baggage receipt. In case of delay in the carriage of a passenger or baggage, a claim shall be presented
not later than 21 days from the date of passenger carriage or baggage receipt.

7. A passenger shall comply with the requirements of public authorities as to carriage, present exit, entry and other
required documents and arrive at airport for check-in within the period specified in an air ticket and if the period is
not specified, within the time required to complete the pre-flight procedures.

8. The Carrier may refuse to carry passengers who do not comply with the requirements related to passport, visa,
health and customs procedures of the countries of destination or transit:

- whose air carriage poses a threat or risk to themselves, other persons or property;

- who show visible signs of disease and cause distress to other passengers with their appearance, behavior or
necessity to exercise special care for them;

- who during the flight require individual care, if they do not have appropriate accompanying persons;

- who in appearance are in the state of alcohol intoxication or under the influence of drugs;

- who fail to comply with the carrier’s instructions with respect to safety or security;

- who have committed other violations of the legislation, the carrier's and IATA rules.

9. The Carrier may refuse to transport baggage:

- in case if passenger refused to pay relevant taxes for carrying of excess checked baggage and/or hand luggage
- in case if separate peace of checked baggage exceeds 32 kg and/or if separate peace of hand luggage exceed 8
kg

- things which can cause damage to aircraft, persons or their property on board aircraft;

- things which carriage is prohibited by the laws, rules and regulations of public authorities of any country, to, from
or through which the carriage is performed;

- things which due to their weight, size, nature may cause discomfort to other passengers and can pose a threat to
flight safety;

- animals, except for dogs, cats and birds which are accepted for carriage by prior authorization of the carrier and
under fulfiliment by the passengers of certain conditions in accordance with the rules of such carriage.

More information about restrictions on passenger and baggage carriage can be obtained from the contractual
carrier.

PROHIBITIONS and PRECAUTIONS: it is strictly prohibited to smoke on board aircraft; drink alcohol brought
alone on board aircraft; carry weapons, stabbing and cutting objects (knives, scissors, etc.). It is prohibited to carry,
both in baggage and in the cabin, the following items and substances: compressed gases, corrosives, explosives,
flammable substances and solids, radioactive materials, oxidizers, poisons, infectious substances, etc., as well as
portfolio and briefcases with installed alarm device.

CREATION OF AWARENESS: Bringing to the attention of passengers the required, accessible, accurate and
current information and warranty obligations of the carrier (seller, service contractor), the Rules of air services,
regulations and products which provide the possibility of conscious and competent choice, shall be entirely
assigned to the contractual carrier (tour operator - charterer). Information shall be provided to a passenger prior to
the acquisition of carriage services.
